The boat? OK, that’s good. The boat leaves at 9 o’clock. — De barco?
T4, ta bem. O barco parte as 9 (nove) em ponto.

That’s too bad. — Que pena.

Why’s that too bad? — Por qué que pena?

Is there a boat that leaves at 10 o’clock? — Tem um barco que sai as
dez (10) em ponto?

Yes, there’s a boat that leaves at 10 o’clock. — Sim, tem um que sai as
dez (10) em ponto

Is there a boat that leaves at 11 o’clock? — Tem um barco que sai as
onze (11) em ponto?
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Yes, there’s a boat that leaves at 11 o’clock and 12 o’clock. — Sim, tem
um que sai as onze (11) e outro as doze em ponto

How much does the boat cost? — Quanto custa o barco?

The boat cost $15. (fifteen dollars) — Custa $15 (quinze ddlares)

That’s too bad. — Que pena.

Why’s that too bad? — Por qué que pena?

| only have $13. (thirteen dollars) — Eu s6 tenho $13 (treze délares)

Oh, that’s too bad. — Ah, que pena.

Why is that too bad? — Por qué que pena?

Because | only have $1. (one dollar) — Porque eu s6 tenho $1 (um

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And $1 and $13 is only $14. (fourteen dollars) (it could $1 plus $13
equals $14.) — E $1 (um ddélar) and $13 (treze délares) é s6 $14
(catorze dolares)
