| want a big airplane. — Eu quero um aviao grande.

I’'m sorry, that’s the only airplane here to fly you today. — Desculpe,
este é o Unico avidao aqui para se voar hoje.

That airplane is big enough. — Aquele avidao é grande o suficiente.

But first, you must have a ticket to fly that airplane. — Mas primeiro,
vocé deve ter uma passagem para voar naquele aviao.

You have to have a ticket? — Vocé tem que ter uma passagem?

You need a ticket to fly in that airplane. — Vocé precisa de uma
passagem para voar naquele aviao.

How much does a ticket cost? — Quanto custa uma passagem?

Oh, Fifty dollars. ($50) — Ah, cincoenta ddlares. ($50)
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Why does it cost $50? (I’'m confused as why it costs too much) — Por
qué custa $50 (cincoenta délares)?

It cost $50 because it’s on sale. — Custa $50 (cincoenta délares) porque
estd em promogao.

Usually it cost $60. (sixty dollars) — Normalmente custa $60 (sessenta
dolares)

$60 is too much. — $60 (sessenta délares) é demais.

How about $40? (forty dollars) — Que tal $40 (quarenta délares)?

What would you like to eat? — O qué vocé gostaria de comer?
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| would like a hamburger. — Eu gostaria de comer um hamburger.

I’'m sorry, you can’t have a hamburger. — Desculpe, vocé nao pode
comer um hambdurger.

Why? - Por qué?

Because it’s too early. (McDonald’s is serving lunch yet) — Porque é
cedo demais.

It’s breakfast time. — E hora do café da manhi.

It’s too early, it’s breakfast time! — E cedo demais, é hora do café da
manha!

Ok, I'll have pancakes and eggs. — T4, eu vou comer panqueca
americana e ovos.

Ok good, would you like something to drink? — Ta bem, Vocé gostaria
de alguma coisa para beber?

| would like some coffee. — Eu gostaria de um cafezinho.
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Coffee, oh I’'m sorry, | don’t have coffee. — Café, ah desculpa, nao tem
café.

You don’t have coffee?, This is Seattle, everyone has coffee. (Seattle is
the home of Starbucks) — Nao tem café?, aqui é Seattle, todo mundo
tem café aqui.

Oh, I’'m sorry, I’'m not from Seattle. (I didn’t know the custom) — Ah,
desculpa, eu nao sou de Seattle.

Ok, | would like some tea please. — T4, eu gostaria de um chazinho por
favor.

Oh, I’'m sorry | don’t have tea either. (I’'m not able to fulfill your need)
— Ah, desculpa nao tem cha também.

What do you have to drink? — O qué tem para beber?

| have water. — Tem agua.

Water? I'll take some ice water please. — Agua? Eu vou beber agua
com gelo por favor.
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I’'m sorry, | don’t have ice, so | don’t have ice water. — Desculpa, nao
tem gelo, entao ndo tem agua com gelo.

Ok, can | take hot water? (should have said “have or get” but | can’t
change the video) — T3, eu posso beber agua quente?

No, | don’t have hot water either. (showing the use of either) — Nao,
nao tem agua quente também.

Ok, I'll just have some water. — T4, eu vou beber um pouco de agua.

Ok good, | have that. — T4 bem, nds temos.
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
